Gray wolves may not be sold, donated, or transferred without prior authorization from
the Field Supervisor (see address above). . ' '

If you wish to continue work with threatened or endangered species after expiration of
this subpermit, your request for renewal of your subpermit must be received by the

Permit Coordinator, Ecological Services, P.O: Box 25486, Denver Federal Center,
Denver, Colorado 80225, telephone 303-236-4256, on or before March 1, 2010.

Meeting this requirement allows you to continue authorized activities until your renewal
application is acted ypon. If this requirement is not met, this subpermit becomes invalid
on the date of expiration. Any riew activities or changes in activities with threatened or
endangered species will require that your subpermit be amended. You are not authorized
to conduct any new activities or to change any permitted activities until you have '
requested and have received a new or an amended subpermit. -
